The youth activity group must provide a range of programmes of a recreational nature on a regular basis.   

Applications can be made for either the Youth Work Club Grant or the Youth Club Activity Grant.   Maximum grant available in either category is €3000   
To be eligible for Youth Club Grants, youth clubs in the Dun Laoghaire area must be registered with Dun Laoghaire VEC.
